zz How to be a workplace survivor: My personal experience with 		
health and safety on the job

Essays must be between 750-1,000 words in French or English. The winning 
essays will be judged for creativity, style and content.

Essays must be typed and mailed or e-mailed (email preferred). Each essay must 
have a cover page with the student’s name, high school, home address, home 
phone number, and e-mail address, as well as the name and union local of the 
sponsoring member of the Steelworkers. Or, create a three to five minute video.
